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GUIDELINES FOR ISSHA CONFERENCE PROCEEDINGS
Objective: A series of ISSHA proceedings which combines the high quality of a peer-reviewed journal with the advantages of the low-cost proceedings.
1. The Proceedings of ISSHA Conferences are published under the auspices of the International Society for the Study of Harmful Algae (ISSHA). IF the organizers wishes, ISSHA may make agreement with an appropriate co-publisher as appropriate. 

2. Here I definitively do not agree: this is “top-down” and dictatorial.
3. While wishing to help the organizers to run a smooth conference, the points 2 and 3, takes out of the organizers the freedom to work as they wish. 
2.Editors of the proceedings are selected by the Conference Main Organizers. If the chairperson of the Local Organizing Committee feels like it, the ISSHA Conference Committee will help to put together the editorial group 
4. The Editorial Team will organize the peer-review process. (This is also up to the editorial board for the proceedings: Help or not from ISSHA
5. All manuscripts will be reviewed by 2 persons.

6. ISSHA (Chair of Publications Committee) will as the publisher register the Proceedings with an ISBN number.

7. The ISSHA Conference Committee has as its goal that the Proceedings will be published no later than 18 months after the Conference. The recommended steps in the editing process are listed in Annex 2.

Guidelines to authors concerning manuscripts for proceedings


1. Submission of manuscripts must be no later than 1 month after the Conference. Only manuscripts that are full papers of abstracts submitted to the Conference before the deadline for each Conference will be accepted.

2. Manuscripts are submitted electronically or on a CD-ROM (address to be provided at ISSHA web site). For 13th ICHA, use the address secretariat@hab2008.hk and in Subject; ‘Manuscript name 1st author’).

3. Name files as follows: steidinger.doc, steidinger1.tiff (here 'Steidinger' is name of first author).

4. The manuscript must not exceed 3 A4 printed pages including abstract, illustrations and references (one printed page represents ca. 600 words). The abstract should not exceed 200 words.
5. Figures (halftones and drawings) should fit a column (8.5 mm) or full-text width (17.5 mm) and must be submitted as tiff-files (300 dpi resolution). Do not embed any figures in the MSWord document.

6. The manuscript format is provided as a MSWord template as shown in Annex 1.
7. Manuscripts not written in the format of Annex 1 will be returned to the author.
