1. Summary
This is a salaried position for an initial period of 1 year, possibly renewable for a further 1 year upon review and successful completion of year 1, based on the island of Koh Rong, Cambodia with extensive in-country travel. You may also be expected to attend regional conferences and symposia.
The successful candidate will be based in Cambodia, working closely with the Coral Cay Conservation (CCC) Head Office in London as well as in country project partners, including the Fisheries Administration (FiA) of the Royal Government of Cambodia, to develop and implement Cambodia’s first effectively managed Marine Protected Area around Koh Rong Island.  This programme is supported through a two-year grant with further support from international and national NGOs and the FiA. We are seeking a Project Manager to organise and host workshops and training events, develop new partnerships and scout potential new donors in support of the project. Furthermore, the successful candidate will be developing and overseeing the ongoing scientific monitoring programme, including socio-economic surveys within the local communities on Koh Rong Island. The Project Manager will be helping to develop alternative livelihood programmes in support of local communities and leading the capacity building programmes which will include CCC’s SCUBA dive and marine scholarships.  The successful candidate will also have to manage the programme budget and work closely with the CCC project staff and volunteers based on Koh Rong.
This is a unique role, offering the right candidate the opportunities to be directly involved in the development and implementation of a marine conservation project with an award-winning NGO.
2. Background

CCC is a not-for-profit, award-winning organisation which provides resources to help sustain livelihoods and alleviate poverty through the protection, restoration and management of coral reefs and tropical forests.  To achieve these aims, CCC recruits teams of paying international volunteers to finance and participate in conservation expeditions worldwide.

Since 2009, CCC has been working at the invitation and in partnership with the Cambodian Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries (MAFF) to help develop a Marine Protected Area around the island of Koh Rong. The goal is to conserve biodiversity hotspots around the islands of Koh Rong and Koh Rong Samloem. All stakeholders will be involved in the process, including: local fishers and farmers, private businesses and government agencies with diverse mandates including fisheries, agriculture, tourism, the environment, rural development, and public works, in partnership with a host of domestic and international development organizations. It will be crucial to build the capacity for local management, create alternative livelihood opportunities and include communities in all aspects of sustainable development within this region. 

CCC will lead scientific baseline and monitoring surveys to ensure the MPA is designed based on sound scientific recommendations and in close partnership with the local communities that depend on the natural resources. The proposed project will enhance the MPA by developing an integrated program that includes building local and national stakeholder conservation management capacity, increasing community awareness and developing education, and alternative livelihood programs.
