Director, Ocean and Coastal Policy Program

The Ocean and Coastal Policy Program at Duke University’s Nicholas Institute for Environmental Policy Solutions focuses on finding ways to better manage marine resources, particularly the ecosystem services they provide, for the benefit of mankind. Established in 2005, the Nicholas Institute helps decision makers create timely, effective, and economically practical solutions to the world’s critical environmental challenges. The Nicholas Institute is seeking a director to lead the program’s research and policy initiatives and to serve on the Nicholas Institute’s senior leadership team.

Ongoing program projects assess new science and policy to deal with ocean acidification, deep sea management and to explore market and policy implications associated with carbon stored in coastal habitats around the world. The program also supports the Fisheries Leadership & Sustainability Forum, a unique partnership focused on ensuring the long-term sustainability of fish stocks by providing resources and training for regional fisheries management councils. The Ocean and Coastal Policy Program director will proactively plan and implement other initiatives and research to help marine decision makers craft sound policies. 
The program director will be expected to collaborate with Duke University faculty and with representatives and decision makers of other academic institutions, nonprofit organizations, industry, and government agencies. Working with development staff, the director will participate actively in managing the program’s fundraising activities. The program director will also manage the general operations of the program and the activities of its staff, research consultants, and student interns, as well as prepare annual budgetary recommendations for the program’s operations.

The ideal candidate will be a recognized leader in ocean and coastal policy on the national level, the international level, or both. In addition to possessing an advanced degree in a marine science or marine policy-related field, he or she will have published widely in leading journals and elsewhere. He or she will also demonstrate strong leadership and management skills and the ability to collaborate with a diverse array of stakeholders. This individual may be located either at the Nicholas Institute headquarters on Duke University’s main campus or at the Duke University Marine Lab in Beaufort, North Carolina.
