The Green Neighborhoods Alliance is a group of planners, realtors, developers and conservationists on the North Shore of Massachusetts who support community preservation and smart growth initiatives.  With the help of the Metropolitan Area Planning Council, the Alliance has written a model bylaw/ordinance known as “Open Space Residential Design”, an alternative to the large-lot subdivisions that are consuming open space at an alarming rate.  The OSRD is a four-step planning process based on the work of Randall Arendt, that offers to replace what is an often cumbersome, lengthy, costly and sometimes antagonistic subdivision permitting process with one that invites innovation and results in a higher quality subdivision design.  

OSRD is not like older cluster bylaws and ordinances, because it sets aside open space based on resource values, not by formula. Also, there are two OSRD bylaw options – by right and special permit.  Unlike some cluster bylaws, OSRD is written to ease the approval process, making the approval process for OSRD less cumbersome and on par with the approval process for conventional subdivisions.  

Representatives from the Green Neighborhoods Alliance will share their experiences, materials, and case studies to help South Coastal communities understand and implement OSRD.  For more information about OSRD and Green Neighborhoods, please visit http://www.greenneighborhoods.org.
