The Manomet Center for Conservation Sciences is leading a collaborative program to identify and protect key natural areas in our biologically diverse region, so that future generations continue to enjoy Southeastern Massachusetts’ rich natural heritage. Mr. Cavanaugh will describe some of the planning tools, assessments, and services developed by Manomet’s Regional Conservation Planning Program. Resources offered by Manomet include “Conservation Mapper” (online, interactive access to conservation-based maps), the Natural Resource Atlas of Southeastern Massachusetts, an analysis of Open Space and Recreation Plans, a guide for obtaining funding to conserve open space, and a regional Natural Resource Conservation Plan.  

In early 2003, the Massachusetts Watershed Initiative granted funds to develop a Regional Open Space Plan for the South Coastal basin.  Geosyntec Consultants led the project with the valuable input and participation from representatives from each community in our region.  Bob Hartzel and other Geosyntec staff members will present the project findings, including digital maps and a list of specific high priority areas for action.
