On Wednesday, April 11  from 7:00-9:00 pm the Cape Cod Museum of Natural History (CCMNH) in Brewster will host “The Urban Whale: North Atlantic Right Whales at a crossroads,” presented by Dr. Scott Kraus and Dr. Roz Rolland of the New England Aquarium.
