In addition to the unique time spent with some of our most distinguished members, the Scalli Intern will be outfitted with dive equipment (provided by Sea Rover Clinic corporate sponsors) for their use throughout the summer and will receive the necessary financial support to ensure travel and living expenses. 
A six-member Board comprised of Sea Rovers and the Scalli family selects each year’s intern.  To be considered for the Scalli Internship, candidates must: 

· be a certified diver from New England; 

· have earned a minimum GPA of 3.4 out of 4.0 (or equivalent) and be on track to graduate from high school by June of the Internship year or attending college at the time of application; 

· be 18 years old by the beginning of their Internship;

· and submit a complete scholarship application package that includes an essay on why the candidate wants to pursue a career in the underwater world and how this scholarship can help them achieve that goal.
