What you will find: 

• Extensive red-brown blooms in finger inlets in South Sound as well as in Sinclair Inlet.  
• Very green bloom in Quartermaster Harbor, macro-algae abundant in Central Basin.  
• Spectacular Puyallup river plume in Commencement Bay extending into Tacoma Narrows. 
• Jellyfish patches are getting big in Sinclair Inlet and Budd Inlet.
